
10.	 Operate any wheeled vehicle, snowmobile, or other equipment in such a manner 
as to endanger other persons or property or in such a manner so as to create an 
unreasonable noise or disturbance. 

11.	 Without lawful authority, disturb any lawful assembly or meeting of person. 

12.	 Congregate with other persons and refuse to comply with a lawful order to 
disburse. 

(d).	 Property closed to the Public. No person shall enter or remain upon any property or 
within any structure during such hours, seasonal or indefinite periods that sucb 
property or structure has been designated as closed by a sign or by an employee 
of the Town. 

(e).	 Minors. No person bavU1g custody or control ofa minor shall pennit slicb minor to 
do any act in violation of a rule or regulation of the To\l.'l1 of Milton. Minors under 
ten years of age shall at all times be under the supervision and control of a parent, 
guardian or responsible custodian. Notwithstanding this or any other paragraph of 
this subdivision. minors under the age of six shall at all times be under the 
supervision and control of a parent, guardian or responsible custodian. 

(t).	 Gambling. Gambling, lotteries, games of chance and fortune-telling are prohibited. 

(g).	 Implements. No person shall introduce, possess or use any machete or cutting tool 
other than an axe, hatchet, or sheath knife for purposes of preparing wood for a 
cooking 6re. 

(h).	 All-Terrain Vehicles. No person shall use or operate an all terrain vehicle or other 
similar wheeled or air-cushioned vehicle designed or equipped to operate outside of 
highways, 

(i).	 Firearms and Weapons. No ftrearms or weapons are pennitted other than by a 
member of a local or state law enforcement agency. 

ACTIVITIES OR USES PROHIBITED EXCEPT WHEN UNDERTAKEN PURSUANT TO 
A PERlvlIT. 

(a). No camping shall be permitted unless authorized by permit issued from the Town of 
Milton offices. 

(b). No person shall wash dishes, clothes or his person at a water fountain or other outlet 
provided in the Town Park. 

(c). There shall Dot be the conducting of any picnic or outing by a group or 0 rganization in 
an excess of25 persons. Application for pennit shall be made to the Town Clerk of the 
Town of Milton during normal business hours which application may be in a form prepared 
by the applicant indicating the reason for the permit, the duration of the permitted use and 
indicating that insurance has been provided for the Town. 

REGULATED ACTlVITIES: The fo 110 wing acttvities are prohibited on property illlder the 
jurisdiction. custody and control of the ToWD of Milton except in areas specifically designated 
therefore. during such hour or seasonal periods specifically authorized and subject to such conditions 
as may be contained herein. 



(a). The throwing, striking, kicking or catching of any ball, horseshoe or other obje':t or the 
conduct of any game or athletic activity or the use of any device or equipment used in any 
such game or athletic activity. 

(b). The building, kindling, lighting or maintaining of any fIre. Fires may be built and 
maintained only in fueplaces, grills or stove suitable for cooking purposes and no fue shall be 
started or maintained unless under the constant supervision of a responsible person. 

(c) The use of alcohol will be prohibited at all times.. 

TRAFFIC: No person shall cause or pennil a motor vehicle to enter or leave property under 
the jurisdiction of the Town of Milton except by designated routes. With the exceptioo of emergency 
vehicles, no person shall cause or pennit a motor vehicle to be stopped or parked other than within an 
authorized parking area provided by aJ'ld designated by the Town of Milton.
