The Town 's Cornprehensi e Plan and Open 
Space Plan are both very clear tha t Milton 
values and wishes to protect it agricultural 
base. Therefore the Open Space omrn ittec 
placed particu ar emphasis thi - yea r on the 
support of agriculture . We, believc that the 
Town need to Ifer pec ial support to its 
agricultural base if it is to survive the develop ­
men t pres life that currently threatens it. 

A major concept of the Town's Open Space 
Plan i . a greenbelt a ll along the 
Kayadero .seras reck , This wou ld accompl ish 
numerous impo rtant functions , including 
protection of water qua lity in the ree , pro­
viding open space , wildlife habitat. and rccrc ­
ational opportunit ies such as walking trails . 
The Op '0 Space Piau suggest that \-'IIe sho uld 
set up a model section of this greenbe lt that \ VC 

can point to as an example to encoura zeother 
property owners to participate . We have two 
opportunities currently under consideration for 
this model section. The first is the Boice and 
Malta Land Company projects currently be fore 
the Planning Board. Ir those projects are 
approved, they would dona te a very large 
parce l ( 130 acres +/-) along the creek to the 
Town. hat parce l includes reek frontage as 
veil as a section of ld rail bed that would be 

perfec t as a greenbel t demonstration site.

Zoning Amendments 
T he Village Board has adopted zoning 

ame ndm cnts to .trcngthen and expand retail 
opportunities in th ~ busines . distric t. Any change 
in the use i n the g 'ound floor of a st ruc ure 
located in the central bu: iness district may be 
used only for retail space. Existing permitted 
uses 011 the ground tloor may remain. Existing 
uppt:r 1100r and basement uses \vill remain the 
'am . Excep tions will be mad ' for vital human 
service, (docto or dentist office, physical thera­
pist, hair and skin care, chur hes, libraries. 
hotel. . banks and financial institutions. parking 
garage, and offices by sp cia ] permit). he 
.enrral bu .iness distri ' t has been expan led to 
include the area from Van Buren Street north to 
North I Iigh St reet. . ew Codes were also enacted 
to preserve the Victorian Architecture along with 
the most visible gateways to the business district. 
Should a building owner wish to change the 
lucude or any building in the district. the owner 
will be able t select the color scheme from a 
variety of Victorian colors availa le at the Vil­
laue Offices . 

To date. the Villas e of Ballston Spa has 
received three grams total ing S I,157,OOOa. part 
of our cont inuing efforts to upgrade uilding 
conditions throughout the businc 5 dist rict and in 

targeted resid ential area• . We have recently 
applied for three additional gra nt totaling 
$ 1.OOO,fX)O. A Small Cities Grant for $400.000 
tha t tar Jets improvements in the down town 
commercial distric t, a Horne Gra nt for $400 .000 
that would be usee! for reha bing owner-occu­
pied hou. ing units throughout rhe ViII' ge and a 
New York Main Street Grant for $200,000 that 
would be used for building renovations and 
strcctscap c improvements in the cen tra l business 
district. Decision ' a ll these thre grants wiII he 
made in the late summer or earl y fall. 

A huge thank you to Sena te Majority Leader 
Joe Bruno for providing the funding to enable 
the Villag ~ to insta ll a new merg ncy backup 
generator at the olice Department. Senator 
Bruno also provided funding for a new furnace 
or the U nion Fire Company.
